We will be using the term 
text to stimulate writing 
ideas throughout the term, 
as well as drama and other 
stimuli.

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In Science, we will be looking at: 
living things and their habitats and 
properties of materials. These will 
include: how plants germinate and 
reproduce; and the lifecycles of 
mammals, reptiles amphibian, birds 
from around the world and how 
material are made and their 
purposes. 

We will use our scientific enquiry 
skills to:  
Å examine and identify the biology 

of plants.  

In Computing, we will be using 
the programme Scratch And 
Purple Mash for the children to 
code and create their own 
game.  



In History, we will be looking at the 
ancient Mayans and learning about:  
Å their way of life  
Å what inventions have made it into 

present life  
Å what theories they had about the 

world.  
We will research into their settlements 
and how they came to build such wonders 
such as the Chichén Itz Ǻ and why there 
were slopes built into the sides as well as 
steps! 

Continuing with the topic of the 
Mayans, we will be researching, 
designing and creating our own 
Mayan masks. 
 
I wonder why the Mayans needed 
masks?  



In PSHE, the topic will be ôkeeping safeõ.  
We will be identifying:  
ÅWhat are the best choices I can make?  
ÅWhat is the difference between good 

and bad drugs? 
Å Should there be rules outside of the 

classroom?  
We will also be looking at diversity in the 
community. 

In French, the children will 
be learning vocabulary 
about our holidays 
including where are you 
going on holiday, visiting 
the zoo and going to the 
beach. 

The children will be working 
with the local artist Matt 
Mackman to create original 
artwork.  



In Music, the children will be 
listening to different genres of 
music and writing their own hip 
hop story.  

We will be working on our skills to play 
a variety of ball games.  
We will be playing basketball, tennis 
and football.  

RE  
In RE, we will be learning 
about Buddhism and the 8 
fold path.  
We will also be learning 
about Christianity looking 
at the concept of 
salvation.
